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Figure 2 shows the distribution of tube wells addé four villages which are contaminated to theekeg
of more than 1.0mg of Arsenic/ liter of water. Ascan be seen from the Figure 2, the village
Tewaritolla (of Dist. Ballia; Uttar Pradesh) hastimost number of such contaminated tube wells,
followed by the village of Lalmath (of Dist. Nadi&/est Bengal.). While no such cases were found in
Tripura villages, Bhagalpur(Bihar) shows a meagember , compared toBallia and Lalmath, which
comes as a narrow line in the Pie Chart.

A probable justification for the above findings mige the fact that both these villages fatisler

the Arseniferous belt that encompasses areas of States dest Bengal a few districts of Bihar,
Chhattisgarh tdJttar Pradesh It has also affected neighboring Bangladesh, regwstricts of Punjab
and Sind in Pakistan. Also thextractions of ground water in these States are very high. The vast
number of tube wells found in the villages of UtRradesh and West Bengal leads to over exploitation
of ground water resource. This too might have pdagre important role in the high level of Arsenic in
the subsurface of ground water.
